He also does a wonderful job of explaining why certain pieces cost an arm and a leg based on the

place of purchase & who has worked on them!The finishes he completes as examples are stunning

and make me green with envy. I've not been able to put this down and it will live in my shop, sure to



be reached for over and over again!

The instructors solution for all problems was "just strip it" and when asked how to handle

certain types of finishes his response was "it depends."This is my go to book and I keep it near me

when performing furniture restorations.
