The trekok? required two

ships ( Calypso and the new windship Alcyone ), two aircraft, Zodiacs, trucks and jeeps to carry the

diving, film and scientific teams. Jacques Cousteau's son and Richards, coauthors of  Journey ,

here give us a day-by-day account of the various teams at work on land and underwater. They visit

gold mines and butterfly farms, explore sunken vessels from World War II and fabulous coral reefs;

they attend initiation ceremonies and other tribal rites. This is an exciting, instructive re-creation of

the journey-adventure, and the photographs are magnificent.
