Weaving together humorous anecdotes and sound advice, devoted dad Van Munching, whom
Couric calls "my personal Dr. Phil," shares a lifetime of wisdom for parents and their growing
daughters in this brief book. The author draws on his experiences both as a kid and as a parent,
and writes in a conversational style that is bound to make discussions of touchy subjects easier
(and even entertaining). The father of two girls, Van Munching offers advice about boyfriends, sex,
self-image and dealing with the emotional roller coaster ride of adolescence. The chapters about
grief and drugs and alcohol are especially notable, but the book’s most important point may be that
all good advice comes through shared conversation rather than one-way lecturing. While the book is
geared toward daughters, the content is just as applicable to sons, and readers of all ages will find it
a useful tool for opening discussions about life’s difficult issues.
