Selkies are being murdered

and war is imminent.As before, the bookÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s point of view changes back and forth

from Meara to Evan. I really appreciated that the author chose to write it this way, as both stories

are compelling and needed to be told in their entirety. Now that the two have been apart, the couple

does start to act like they really are broken up. However, Meara never stops trying to find and help

Evan.I am going to be vague about the rest that happens as I donÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t want any more

spoilers than I have to. We do find out who is starting the war and why, and that person becomes

the main villain of this read. We get to see Meara come into even more of her powers and while her

father is away, she starts to teach her people to fight.
