This book is

important in continuing a brilliant series, bringing us back to the characters we've grown to adore but

now Kate is really starting to inject the real drama and fear that can mark all life, in this case, the life

of a teenager. A girl who has been under tight control but isn't quite sure how to rebel or even if she

wants to takes a few risks and we as readers get a much needed reminder of how much the fight for

gender quality must continue. I was enraged, inspired and filled with joy as I wound my way round a

character who has been so skillfully written and trustingly transformed. Utterly topping the charts of

the equine fiction world Kate Lattey. PLEASE hurry up with the next few! We need more Marley and

Jay too!

Susannah is an accomplished rider but her accomplishments in the show ring don't translate into a

happy home or social life. Although I especially enjoyed reading the descriptions of the different

showjumping rounds and how each character's riding style translated into success or failure, the

scenes outside of the horse world are also compelling. Gradually, over the course of the book

Susannah learns to assert herself with her peers and her parents, partially as a result of the

confidence she gains when tending to her very sick pony. A great read for all ages and also a great

conversation-starter about important issues like sexual consent and bullying.

As usual I devoured this latest instalment in the Pony Jumpers series in little more than an hour. I

only wish there was more to read! Hopefully Kate doesn't take too long to publish the next one!
