This is a well written suspense story. The book, The Amish Heart really grabbed my attention,

Normally you think of the Amish community as a pure, low keyed community God loving

Community, but when crime is introduced as a main element of the story, it fully engages you. The

main characters, Ruth and Enoch were well developed, and what is often the case, what they for felt

for each other was so much more than friends, but in their community, they had a hard time to

express it.
