I could have done without the gratuitous

language, but it wasn't as though the book was heavily laced with f-bombs; I counted only a couple

of examples of cursing.Unfortunately, the series keeps building and building (and building,

and...building...) to this crescendo that has yet to happen. My biggest concern is that, unless the

author pulls a major rabbit out of his hat - and does so without making fans wait an entire year - the

ending will be so anticlimactic that it will taint the entire series.
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
