What a disappointment. Yes, you can make the argument that most of the information here is still
relatively accurate, but this book has basically not been updated in several years. Oh, they added a
snippet here and there, but as a whole, it's basically the same. For instance, in the Gambling
section, there is NO mention that a great deal of the casinos are moving to Blackjack games that
pay 6:5 instead of 3:2 on a blackjack hand: that is really useful information, and | am here to tell you
that if you are going to provide a section on gambling, you should talk about what places offer the
best odds.There is a brief section of how Vegas has been especially hard hit by the economic
downturn in the introduction, but beyond that, nothing. The review of Red Rock Casino and Resort
has remained the same for the last several years: great place but so very very very expensive. Well,
