Nope, he spends the time

perfecting a spell meant to make his horse faster and making curry taste less strong. This is not

because he is confident of his escape, no he just thinks itÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s a better use of his time.

And this gets repeated over and over in the book, every time you would think the main character

would maybe focus on something, he gets distracted and goes off on a tangent, even when it

makes no damn sense.I do apologize for the spelling.
