An awareness of the

process of textual scholarship; An ability to recognize in practice the major classes of identification

described throughout the book; A familiarity with the basic vocabulary of textual scholarship and a

sense of the appropriate domain of each of the skills represented by the terms; and finally through

the active reading and criticism of textual editions and an understanding of the principles whereon

they are constructed.
